Text: Calculus: Early Transcendentals by James Stewart (6th Edition) 
 
Course Description 
Math 124 is a first-quarter calculus class.  We will focus solely on differentiation of a single variable.  
It differs from AP Calculus in that AP Calculus is comprised of what is usually the first two quarters of 
calculus, and includes integration of a single variable. 
 
Students have the opportunity to earn 5 University of Washington Credits upon successful 
completion of the course.  This UW in the High School version of Math 124 will take the usual 10-
week course and stretch it along the 36-week school year.  This will give us an opportunity to study 
each topic at a greater depth than is usually allowed in any typical calculus course.  Registration for 
UW credit will occur during the first few weeks of the school year. 
 
Grades 
The same work will be assigned to every student regardless of their enrollment for UW credit.  
Students working for university credit will not do any additional work.  Two types of grades will be 
calculated in this class. 
 

An AHS grade will be given to each student.  This grade is determined by scores earned on UW 
coursework as well as additional projects or assignments as given by the teacher.  This grade 
will appear on your JM Weatherwax High School transcript.  The grading for the high school 
grade is: 
 
Homework: 20%, Projects: 20%, Worksheets: 10%, Quizzes: 10%, Exams: 40% 
 
A separate UW grade will be given to students enrolled for UW credit.  This grade is 
determined from the UW coursework only.  This grade will appear on your University of 
Washington transcript.  The grading for the UW grade is: 
 
Homework: 15%, Worksheets: 10%, Quizzes: 10%, Midterms: 30%, Final Exam: 35%

in the UW curriculum.  Each module will last from two to three weeks.  There will be a module 
assignment due near the end of each module.  Each module assignment will be worth 15 points.  
Three selected problems will be graded for accuracy (3 points each) and the entire assignment will be 



graded for completion (6 points).  Your lowest module assignment score will be dropped.  There may 
be small assignments given during the module if the need arises for additional practice.  These 
assignments will be worth 3 points. 
 
Worksheets 
Once a week, you focus on solving a worksheet.  We will spend the entire period working in groups 
on the worksheet.  If a group finishes early, they will work on problems from the homework.  This is a 
very important time for learning.  You will receive a grade on the worksheet of 2, 1, or 0.  If you 
attend the class and make an effort on the worksheet, you will receive 2 points.  If you are not 
actively participating, you will receive 1 point.  If you do not attend the class, you will receive 0 
points.  There are no makeup worksheets, but, again, remember that your lowest score will be 
dropped.  
 
Quizzes 
One or two quizzes will occur during each module.  Each quiz will be worth 10 points.  You should 
view quizzes as an opportunity to prepare for exams.  Your lowest quiz score each semester will be 
dropped. 
 
Exams 
There will be two exams each semester: one midterm and one final.  The year-end final is schedule to 
coincide with the spring final at UW.  You may not use your textbook on the exams; however, you will 
be allowed one two-ǎƛŘŜŘ уΦрέ ōȅ ммέ hand-written sheet of notes. 
 
Calculator Policy 
Calculators will be needed for some of the worksheets and homework problems.  You will need a 
scientific calculator at minimum (one with trigonometric, exponential, and log functions).  You may 
find a graphing calculator to be helpful on some problems but purchasing one is not required.  UW 
policy is that graphing calculators are not allowed on quizzes or exams, but this policy may be 
changing.  There is a classroom set of TI-89s to which you will have access. 
 
Make-up Policy 
No make-up quizzes, homework assignments, or worksheets will be accepted.  Your lowest quiz, 
module assignment, and worksheet scores will, however, be dropped when your final grade is 
calculated.  This means you may miss one quiz, worksheet, and assignment without penalty.  This 
does not give license to skip this work; rather, it is meant to insure against the unexpected.  If you 
have a compelling and well-documented reason for missing a quiz, talk to me.  It is highly 
recommended that you let me know of the situation in advance.
